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Annual Research Budget

» Research Budget: Dr. Win Thein Research Grant has an annual budget, allocated for RESEARCH purpose, of
approximately 400 Lakh MMK.

 Size of Grant: 10 Lakh MMK (minimum) to 50 Lakh MMK (maximum) and anything in between size of
grants will be awarded to the grantees.

* Who can apply: All Civil Engineers from RIT/YIT/YTU, TUs, AGTIs, the Lab. Technicians who
worked/work for Civil Engineering Laboratories.

» The information seminar will provide detailed guidance on the grants, including the application process, key
submission dates, and when applicants will be notified of the results, followed by a Q&A session to address
audience questions.”

The Research Grant Disbursement Procedure

The research grant disbursement procedure is based on accountability, transparency, and practicality.

1. Stage (1) Signing of Agreement => 40% of total amount of the project as the first payment upon signing of
the agreement — (Requirement: Approved proposal and budget)

2. Stage (2) Mid-term Review => 40% of total amount of the project as the second payment — (Requirement:
Progress and financial report approved)

3. Stage (3) Completion of the Research Project => 20% of total amount of the project as the last payment —
(Requirement: Final report and financial statement approved)



Guidelines for Research Grant Application

 All proposals must be submitted on A4-sized paper using Times New Roman.

* The main text shall be prepared in 12-point font with 1.5-line spacing and margins
of 2.54 cm (1 inch) on all sides.

 Text shall be fully justified.

« Section headings shall be in 14-point bold font and subheadings in 12-point bold
font.

 Tables, figures, and footnotes may use a minimum font size of 10 points.
« All pages must be consecutively numbered.



The Grant Process

After the signing of the Dr. WT Research Grant agreement, the following activities will take place:-
1. Call for face to face and online meetings with selected grantees to discuss, refine, and approve the scope,
concept, and budget of the proposed project!!! (Month of August 2026)

2. Duration of the research period — 12 months maximum, can be shorter according to the scope of work.

3.  Possible scenario of the first payment: 20% of the Grant in August 2026 (after signing the agreement) —
May also happen in Sept 2026 when the negotiations for the agreement take more time.

4.  Possible scenario of the second payment: 40% after the mid-term review can be expected in the mid-date
of the project’s duration approved in the agreement document. This will depend solely on the grantees.

5.  The final payment stage is generally straightforward. In cases where the grantee is unable to deliver the
final product on time, the Dr. Win Thein Association’s Research Team may consider appropriate actions or

measures as needed.
